Operating instructions

Surround sound speaker systemsusing the 5.1 formatare designedto connectto compatible audio devices offering
5.1 output. Many PC'sand DVD players already offer thistype of output. Ifyou only have a2 channel stereo outputit
may be possible topurchase aDolby digital 5.1 decoderwhich willconvert thisinto a5.1 format. This isnot included
with these speakers. Ifyou mustuse a2 channelinput thenthis shouldbe connectedto thefront Land frontR input.
This willresult ina stereooutput only.

1.POSITIONING

If youhave the 5.1 surround sound inputthen youcan experience the full performance ofthis system. Youwill
have theindividual outputs for the subwoofer, front stereo, rear stereoand frontcentre speakers. Position the
front stereospeakers infront ofthe listening position withan equaldistance tothe leftand rightsides. Ideally the
speakers should be aboutear height(when sitting tolisten) if possible and slightly away from arear wall, or they
can be hooded ontoa wallif necessary. Ifthey are placed ona slippery surface, alittle blue-tack may help hold
them inplace. These speakers contribute a lotto the overall audio so careful placement iscrucial toyour
enjoyment ofthe music.

The centre speaker shouldbe placedon thetop of your TVset oryour computer monitor(if applicable) as this
speaker isused forvocal content. The voicesin amovie needto soundas thoughthey are coming fromthe TV
set sotry positioning this ontop ofthe set.

The rearspeakers areused forspecial effectsand are not ascrucial intheir placement. Agood positionfor these
is highup onthe wallbehind thelistening position, perhaps pointingdownward alittle.

The subwooferhouses apowerful bassdriver and the positioning of thisunit can have an effect onthe quality of
the bass. If theunit isplaced ina corner, thebass willbe amplified by thereflection fromthe walls. This position
will give maximum bassbut cansound quite boomy. Aposition neara rearwall butaway fromthe corneris bestas
this will give alittle boostto the bass withoutbeing too much. Experimentwith the position toachieve bestresults.
Also note that theunit recivesthe signalsfrom theremote control. The range of transmissionfrom theremote is
not toogreat sodon’t positionthe bassunit toofar fromthe listening position.

2. CONNECTING

(1). Switch off the power firstbefore connectingany partof the system.

(2). Connectall 5satellite speakersto theirrelative speakeroutput springclips onthe rearpanel ofthe Sub-
woofer. Please note to match the colour, redto redand blackto black. Note thatthe cable for therear speakersis
longer thanthe front.

(3). Connectthe inputsto yourPC orDVD playeras shownin Diagram 2.

(4). Plugthe AC powerplug intothe walloutlet, asshown inDiagram 2.

3. REMOTECONTROLLER

The remote controller isshown in Diagram 3:

F1: Reservedbutton

Power:Power ON/OFF

SURR+/-: Rear Surround channels volume relative control. Thisadjusts therelative
volume ofthe rearspeakers whencompared withthe mastervolume level. It canbe
changed from 0-9 with"5"being the equilibrium level.

".": Resetsthe SURR/CENTER/SWvolume levelsto the factory defaultlevel.

MUTE: Mute ON/OFF

CENTER +/-: Centre channelvolume relative control. Thisadjusts therelative volume
of the centre speakerwhen compared with the master volumelevel. Itcan be changed
from 0-9with "5"beingthe equilibriumlevel.

SW +/-: SW channelvolume relative control. Thisadjusts therelative volume of the
subwoofer when compared withthe mastervolume level. It canbe changed from 0-9
with "5"being the equilibrium level.

VOL +/-:The mastervolume control. It canbe changedfrom 0-9."9"is the maximum.
The volumeranks in 32 levels, so everyindicating numberfrom 0to 9includes 3-4
levels of volume.

For bestperformance aimthe frontpart ofthe controllerat theinfrared detector
behind theremote indicator.
